	6th
	Spinal anaesthesia (V), Epidural anaesthesia (V), epidural catheter. Peripheral neural block (V).

	7th
	Anaesthetic apparatus. PC simulation. Monitoring in general anaesthesia ECG, NIBP, breathing, BT, SpO2, CO2, relaxometry.

	8th
	Decision making in acid base balance and pO2 problems, Oxygen treatment (catheter, mask, Ayre T-piece, FiO2...). Pneumothorax, fluidothorax. Thorax drainage.

	9th
	Water balance. PC calculation of fluid, energy and ions balance. Infusion therapy (crystalloids, colloids plasmatic and artificial, blood transfusion)

	10th
	Artificial nutrition (parenteral and enteral). Farmacotherapy in intensive care

	11th
	Acute and chronic respiratory insufficiency. Artificial ventilation and equipment.

	12th
	Central vein canullation. Arterial canullation, invasive pressure measurement. Shock treatment (volume substitution, catecholamines...). Swan-Ganze catheter. Hemosonic. Linear and volumetric pumps.

	13th
	CNS injuries. Patient after neurosurgery. ICP monitoring (V). Differential diagnose in comatose patients, first aid. Glasgow Coma Scale. Post-CPR patient. Brain death. Taking care about organ donors.

	14th
	Intoxication, elimination methods (gastric lavage...), antidotes. Outpatient anaesthesia
