Cardiovascular disorders 
(non-cardiosurgery)

· ICHS, arhytmias, cardiac failure...

· Continuing of cardiological treatment, interactions... K+, S-G catheter, pacemaker

· M. hypertonicus – continuing antihypertensive treatment, hydration

LUNG DISEASES 

· COPD

· Bronchial secretion, breathing physiotherapy, cor pulmonale...

· Spirometry, blood gases (ABG) and pH

· Bronchial asthma

· Used corticosteroids, premedication

DIABETES MELLITUS

· PAD vs insulin, NPO, stres

· Complications diseases (angio-, vasculopathy)

· Scheduled vs emergency surgery

· Stabile vs instabile diabtes

· Regional anaesthesia...

OBESITY

· Obesity and co-existing diseases

· Lean body mass, BMI (22 kg/m2)

· Airway management, artificial ventilation and weaning,
LIVER DISEASES

· Proteosynthesis disturbances (coagulopathy) ...

· Anasthetics metabolism

· Nutritional status, ion disbalance
RENAL DISEASES

· Metabolic changes (N, ABG, K...)

· Coagulopathy, hypertension, fluids intolerance

· Feochromocytoma – adrenals, crisis, preparation, peroperative management
ILEUS

· Third space, hypovolaemia

· Aspiration, Mendelson’s sy

· Electrolytes disturbations

· MAL – hypoK+ (capnography)
POLYTRAUMA

· Hemoragic shock

· Hypovolaemia

· Organ dysfunction
PACIENTS WITH (ICP

· Central vein canulation and arterial canulation

· Head position – 15-30o, jugular vein compression 

· Hyperventilation (PaCO2)

· Osmotic diuretcs (mannitol)

· Diuretics (furosemid)

· Corticoids (reduces perifocal oedema around TU)

· CSF drainage 

· TIVA – barbiturates
STRUMECTOMIA

· Hyper-, hypofunction

· Thyreotoxic crisis prevention

· Tracheal compresive syndroma

· Vocal cords paresis

· Ventilation compromised diseases (myasthenia, myopathia, multiplex sclerosis...)
